2. Precision Planning has been awarded the contrac t to design Phase one of a 49 acre park on Austin 
Garner Road.  This park will have both passive and active recreation areas.  This project will consist of 
construction design for the passive 35 acres and grading the 14 acre site. 

She will be leaving the City in March to get 
married.  We are advertising for a Recreation Manager as her replacement to take on more supervisory 
duties.
